3. Living Theology Today

Living Theology Today continues to grow in popularity, having run for several
years in Durham City. It is intended for everyone with an interest in exploring
Christian faith and discipleship and is an introduction to study. It helps people
gain an appreciation of how to read, write and reflect on theology. It has
energised many for ministry in their day to day surroundings as well as for new
departures. From September 2010 LTT will be available in North Shields too.
Discussions and workshops take place over 24-26 weeks, including a residential
weekend.

1. Short Developing Discipleship courses

We have updated the successful ‘Christian Calling’ course homegrown, from
the Newcastle Vocations team. Can be applied successfully to all sorts of group
situations. It’s about calling for everyone.

Struggling with suffering

How do we live with suffering in our own and other people’s lives? No easy
answers here, but a chance to explore faith in the depths as well as the
heights!

Science and Faith (being trialled in Longnewton, Stockton and in Newcastle)

Complementary descriptions of the same reality? Darwin and God. Science
and Ethics. A straightforward look at issues arising for believers in the light of
science.

Interpreting the Bible in a world of many voices

Many people are ‘streetwise’ in relation to the helpful or otherwise voices in
modern media. Are we streetwise, and yet faithful in our reading of
scripture? Are we aware how other cultures and theologies read the same
words?

Christian Forgiveness today

What are the limits of forgiveness? How can we do it? Can we expect others
to?

2. The Faith and Life Course (throughout the North East, in local venues)
